Meeting Call to Order by Teri Gutierrez at 11:04 AM
Review of  August 15, 2006 minutes:  Motion made by David Smith to approve minutes.  Second by Beth Donner.  Minutes pass with no changes.

Treasurer Report- Teri Gutierrez
As Hannah has not fully taken over the roll of Treasurer, Teri gave the report.  UHC has paid for their 2005 sponsorship, but still owes from 2006. Medical Mutual owes as well and Teri will be contacting them.  

Motion: David Smith moves to approve the report. Rufus Langley seconds.  Approved. 

New Business

Meeting Times: 

Tony Gutierrez reported that there were 40 responses to the online survey given to members regarding interest in breakfast meetings.  The responses showed that there is membership interest in holding breakfast meetings.  Terri Gutierrez explained that breakfast meetings are less expensive than lunch as per head the cost is $15 opposed to $25 for lunch.  Based on the responses to the survey Terri Gutierrez suggests that we hold TAHU meetings over breakfast once a quarter. 
Motion:  David Smith moves to approve quarterly breakfast meetings and it is approved. 
Dues Change:

Terri Gutierrez explains that any changes to dues has to be given to NAHU by the end of September. TAHU dues are currently $235 and David Smith suggests that that is less expensive than other NC chapters including Charlotte and the Triad chapters. A suggestion to “round-up” to $240 is made.
Motion:  Rufus Langley moves to approve a dues increase to $240.00. David Smith seconds. Approved. 

Budget:

Terri Gutierrez reports that lunch meetings cost TAHU $900, but we only make $400 in attendance fees not including sponsorship.  To make lunches profitable, we need to have a sponsor every month at $1000.   

Rufus Langley addresses what he believes is a mistake on the budget regarding regional conferences.  Terri Gutierrez asks to revisit the budget when the discrepancy can be cleared.  
Terri Gutierrez reports that the net operating income will be short unless TAHU brings in additional cash flow from sponsorships, the annual golf tournament, and memberships. She also reminds the board that we will save by implementing breakfast meetings and that a rise in attendance is a possibility. 

The board agrees to move budget approval to next month after it has been revised. 

Charities:

Leslie McMillan reports that the Triangle Town Center is hosting a career day for middle and high-school aged children this fall.  2500 children are invited from Wake Co. to spend time with working adults in various fields and positions.  The event is called Career Pathways.  

Leslie reports that she has already sent an email out to her contacts in the insurance field in hopes of finding participants that work with insurance directly and people in IT departments, etc.  

The event is being held October, 26 from 9:00-1:00.  Leslie explains that if we can find 14 volunteers from TAHU they would only have to work for 2 hours with 3 volunteers at a time.   Leslie will present this at lunch in hopes of finding people to sign up for the event.
Salute to Jim Long:

Rufus Langley reports that there is a salute to Jim Long being held September, 27th at 6:30. Anyone is invited to attend, but that TAHU cannot pay for members to attend ($50) because that would be viewed as a political contribution.  Rufus will provide information about the event in the next newsletter. 

Silver Seal Program:
Rufus Langley mentioned that the Silver Seal Program is something that TAHU should apply for.  Tony Gutierrez will have to review for the website.  Rufus agrees to review the qualifications and Terri Gutierrez suggested to put this in the newsletter. 

Old Business:

Newsletters:

Teri Gutierrez reports that the board has been too delayed in providing newsletter articles. She asked that the board members provide their reports to Tony Gutierrez within three days of meeting adjournment so that the newsletter can go out the week following. 
The board briefly reviewed what the reports from some members need to include as follows:
