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Purpose:
To build support for state and federal legislation in support by TAHU members in support issues that promote responsible healthcare issues.
Policy:

1. The Law & Legislation Chair (L&L) shall be responsible for coordinating with NCAHU and NAHU Law & Legislation Chairs.
Procedure(s):

1. Report current state and federal L&L issues during TAHU BOD meetings.
2. Report current state and federal L&L issues to TAHU members through emails and during monthly luncheon meetings.
3. Schedule appointments and meet with NC state legislators and attend the NCAHU Day on the Hill event.
4. Attend the meeting of State Legislative Chairs at the Capitol Conference.

5. Schedule appointments and meet with US House and US Senate members and attend the NAHU Capitol Conference.
6. Coordinate with the TAHU Webmaster to keep nctahu.org legislative contact current.
7. Try to attend legislative hearings.

8. Coordinate with NCPAC lobbyist.

9. Attend monthly NAHU L&L phone conferences.

10. Support the NCAHU Adopt-A-Legislator program.
