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Purpose:
To serve as the TAHU representative to all charitable groups.
Policy:

1. The Public Service Chair shall be responsible for identifying and coordinating all charitable activities for the TAHU Chapter as determined by the TAHU BOD.
Procedure(s):

1. Identify and qualify a minimum of four charitable groups and/or projects per chapter year and submit them to the TAHU BOD for approval.
2. Solicit and coordinate TAHU member volunteers to assist with TAHU sponsored charities and events.
3. Solicit or find volunteers to solicit donations as needed.
4. Coordinate with the Treasurer to forward donations to the appropriate charity (ies).
5. Provide monthly reports on the results of the TAHU charitable project(s) to the TAHU BOD and membership.

6. Coordinate at least one major fundraiser per year with a Committee Chair coordinating with the Public Service Chair.
